	Section Title:1: Student Engagement
	Module Designed For:1: Teaching Artists, Grades K-6
	Process/Activity: 1) While asking participants to review content of Workshop #2, first use traditional technique of asking participants to raise their hands to answer questions.  In contrast incorporate engagement strategies (think, pair, share; thumbs-up/thumbs down, four corners, give one get one, etc.)

2) Ask participants to identify strategies used in the review and note how the use of these impacted their participation.

3) Participants write a reflection that compares and contrasts their experiences with answering questions: first with raising hands to answer and then with the engagement strategies.  They describe what their reaction was to using the strategy and how their use would benefit students. Participants include a statement telling how they could use these strategies in their lessons.

4) Participants read engagement strategies in small groups and then chart and share out the key information and details for the whole group--"jigsaw" method. 
Participants have planning time to integrate engagement strategies in their arts lessons.

5) Facilitator leads demonstration of a variety of attention signals. Participants choose one to practice with the group.  

6) Facilitator leads demonstration of the voice level countdown that most schools in our area are using with students.                             

7) Participants plan to integrate attention signal and voice level technique in their arts lessons.         

8) Facilitator leads discussion and creates a KWL chart (What I know. What I want to know. What I learned.) for Common Core State Standards in English Language Arts and Mathematics.  Facilitator charts the K and W portions 

9) Participants highlight copies of Common Core Anchor Standards for ELA and the Mathematical Practicies finding verbs and key important words. 

10) Facilitator leads discussion to chart the L portion of the KWL chart.

11) As a synthesis activity, participants use the important words and phrases they identified to create a "found poem." One group writes poems for Reading, one for Writing, another for Speaking and Listening, another for Language, and a group for Mathematical Practices. Poems are presented by each group and the audience discusses what they have learned about Common Core State Standards.

12) Using the California Visual and Performing Arts Content Standards, participants find intersections  (common verbs, thinking skills, ideas, etc.) between VAPA standards for their particular art discipline and the Common Core Anchor Standards. In groups of like art discipline, participants create a Venn Diagram showing what is common between VAPA standards and Common Core Anchor Standards and what is different. Venn Diagrams are displayed and explained by the groups that created them.
